Mowing Season Tip from 

Keep Lake Dallas Beautiful 
 Proper mowing is essential to maintaining your lawn 

ð mow too low and you can damage the crown, the part of 

the blade where growth actually occurs.  

 Let your grass get too long and you end up cutting off too much of 

the blade with your next mowing, damaging the plant. Plus, youôll produce 

excessive clippings that require raking or bagging. 

 Itôs best to keep your lawn at a medium-long length. That way, it 

will have enough surface area for the photosynthesis it needs to grow thick 

and healthy. The thicker it gets, the deeper its roots will become and the 

more it will crowd out any weeds that try to grow. A lawn cut at a higher 

setting also shades the soil, helping retain moisture through the hotter, drier 

months.
